1. The Championships will be conducted under the OBSF Championship Conditions. Nominees must be a financial
member of an ‘Affiliate in benefit” of the Oceania Billiards & Snooker Federation.

2. Entrants must be a Citizen of the Oceania country they represent and must not have represented another country for a
minimum of 3 years.

3. Entries must be sanctioned by the National Body of your country of citizenship. Entries will not be deemed accepted
until the National Body has confirmed your financial status and eligibility to enter the Championships.

4.  WPBSA Main Tour Players are not permitted to play in any IBSF event or qualifying event thereto.

5. The Winners of the Championships will have 30% of the advertised prize money withheld and paid only on proof of
payment of an airline ticket to play in either the SangSom 6 Red Grand Prix or the IBSF World 6 Red Snooker
Championship. If a player decides not to go to either of the events the 30% retained funds will be paid to the selected
player that fills the vacancy.

6. Entries will only be received on the official entry form and must include the entry fee.

7. Tournament standard dress is required: Long sleeve predominately plain coloured shirts buttoned at the wrist, bow
ties and dark colour dress shoes must be worn for all matches. No sports style shoes, sandals, or boots will be
allowed. Waistcoats are required for knockout stages. Failure to comply with this condition may result in forfeiture
of the game. Note that bow ties must be worn — standard neck ties are not acceptable.

8. All players to report to the Tournament Director 15 minutes before their scheduled starting time, and be ready to play
at that time.
